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Annotation. The article reveals the essence of ecological appropriate behavior as an
ecological understanding by senior preschoolers of the importance of appropriate behavior in
the environment in order to maintain ecological balance and harmony with nature; the analysis
of characteristic manifestations of this behavior in children of senior preschool age is carried out.

Ecologically appropriate behavior of senior preschoolers consists of a set of interdependent
structural and semantic components: emotional and value (attitude to nature as a value and
awareness of unity with the natural world); information-cognitive (ecologically coordinated
activity in nature on the basis of ecological and natural science knowledge, the main among which
are ideas about connections and dependencies in nature); activity-effective (volitional activity in
the natural environment, self-limitation of one’s own desires and motivated behavior to nature).
Experimental analysis of the representation of the components of ecological appropriate behavior
showed the dynamics of increasing the levels of formation of ecological and appropriate behavior
due to the renewal of the ecological development environment of preschool education and the
effectiveness of pedagogical support as a mechanism of long-term tripartite subject-subject
interaction. which is characterized by the predominant use of interactive methods, techniques and
forms, the implementation of which reflects qualitative changes in the emotional-motivational,
activity-behavioral and cognitive spheres, etc.

The most effective the method in the study proved out to be the Ecological projecting method
as an integrated method of subject-and-subject interaction organizing of “teacher-child-parent”
relationship for achieving the activity goal and children’s ability to admire the nature beauty
formation, the ability to notice environmental pollution, mastering of available skills to keep the
environmental purity, compliance of the nature appropriate usage rules, awareness of the need
nature saving and condemnation of the negative actions of other children and adults who harm
the natural environment.

Relevance of research. The modern planet Earth is in a state of ecological destabi-
lization, caused by the anthropocentric consciousness of man, who puts his consumer
needs first among other needs. The foundations of consciousness, ecological culture, the
attitude of the individual to the world of nature are laid in preschool childhood, which
confirms the importance of using this sensitive period for the ecological education of
the individual. In turn, ecological education is a systematic pedagogical activity aimed
at the development of ecological culture, the prerequisite for the formation of which is:
ecological knowledge, cognitive moral and ethical feelings and experiences, ecological-
ly appropriate behavior, and the result — ecologically educated personality with a na-
ture-centered approach to interaction with nature. With this in mind, it is important to
form in children of older preschool age ecologically appropriate behavior that will allow
individuals to responsibly solve life situations, develop socio-economic relations, but at
the same time be able to preserve the natural environment.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The problem of the formation of
ecological expedient behavior in older preschool children in the scientific and pedagog-
ical literature has been studied by such modern scientists as G. Belenkaya, V. Boreiko,
V. Verbitsky, N. Lysenko, V. Marshitska, C. Bad, O. Polovina, N. Pustovit, G. Tarasenko
and others. In their writings, teachers made attempts, on the one hand, to generalize the
concept of «environmentally appropriate behavior», and on the other to concretize it [5;
6; 7]. The psychological foundations for the formation of ecologically appropriate behav-
ior in older preschool children are the ideas of L. Vygotsky, V. Davydov, V. Zaporozhets,
M. Poddyakov, C. Rubinstein, etc. emotional perception of them [18].

The leading directions that shape the child’s ecological worldview are declared in the
national regulatory documents: Laws of Ukraine «On Education» (new edition) [22], «On
Preschool Education» [16], Basic Component of Preschool Education [3], etc.

Ukrainian topical conceptual programs for preschool education («Confident start»,
«Child», «Child in preschool years», «Ukrainian preschool», «Sunflower», «I am in the
World», etc.) testify that in the sense of familiarizing children with by nature, the main
place is occupied by the ecological component, which is closely related to moral educa-
tion. The content of ecological education is characterized by the fact that in a six-year-
old child it is necessary to form a system of knowledge about the objects and phenomena
of the nature of the planet Earth, the connections and dependencies between them and
the role of labor in nature. Environmental knowledge should become the means that en-
ter into behavior and practice and, accordingly, motivate them [19].

So, taking into account the above, we note that the problem of the formation of eco-
logically appropriate behavior in older preschool children is relevant and requires exper-
imental research.

The aim of the article is to reveal the essence of ecologically appropriate behavior
as an ecological understanding by older preschool children of the importance of appro-
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priate behavior in the environment to maintain ecological balance and harmony with
nature and experimental analysis of the dynamics of ecologically appropriate behavior
of older preschool children.

Research methodology. Within the theoretical research of the problem, analysis and
synthesis were used in order to identify the essence of the studied phenomenon; «Meth-
od of terminological analysis related to determining the categorical status of ecological
appropriate behavior in the system of pedagogical definitions; abstraction, idealization,
formalization and generalization — to systematize and formulate conclusions, identify
areas for further study of the problem». Regarding the empirical part of the study, we
used methods: I.°Goyan «Study of subordination of motives» to analyze the behavior of a
six-year-old child, the quality of his work and the nature of subordination of motives, an
integrated version of the method conditional situation of joint activities with each other
(developed by H.°Pustovit) and a specially practical-experimental situation «Let’s make a
picture (puzzles)» to determine the interpersonal partnership of older preschool children
during joint activities (O. Reipolska) and methods: observation, comparison, analysis of
results of activities under working time in nature.

To identify significant differences between the compared indicators, statistical meth-
ods of mathematical processing of the collected experimental data, their analysis for
implementation, generalization and systematization of research materials and identifi-
cation of the effectiveness of the proposed research program were used.

Research results. Consideration of the peculiarities of the studied phenomenon of
ecological expedient behavior of older preschool children cannot be carried out without
the essential content of this concept in the theory of preschool education, which involves
clarifying the basic integrated definitions: «ecology», «expediency», «behavior».

Among the many interpretations in psychological and pedagogical science and refer-
ence books, we tend to define that:

— ecology is a branch of biology that studies the patterns of relationships between
organisms and the environment, as well as the organization and functioning of superor-
ganized systems [12, p. 111];

— expediency — an objective characteristic of systems that achieve a predetermined
goal, ie movement «to the goal», which is associated with goal setting — conscious active
activity of the child to achieve a useful result that determines the integrity and direction
of individual behavior [21]; formation, orientation and correction of behavior of pre-
schoolers on the requirements and according to the demands of balanced development
of society;

— behavior - the external manifestation of activities, the system of actions of the
biological individual, aimed at maintaining its existence, which is manifested in a cer-
tain sequence of actions, purposeful actions; higher level of interaction of the whole
organism with the environment, which is carried out as a unity of mental — motivating,
regulatory and reflective factors that bring or move the body away from certain objects,
as well as transform them [17, p. 104]; observance by the child of the generally accepted
rules of communication, interaction with a natural environment, and performance by it
of certain moral and ethical forms of actions; a special form of activity, which becomes
precisely such when the motivation of actions from the subject plan passes into the plan
of personal possessions [23].

This confirms that behavior is interrelated with activity, because the «unit» of be-
havior is the act, and the «unit» of activity in general — the action. In addition, environ-
mental activity (work in nature) is seen as a higher manifestation of behavior, where
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there is «energetic communication» (verbal and nonverbal) of the child with nature and
other children (adults) through the management of interpersonal interaction with oth-
ers, which is the main and effective force. in ensuring the further spiritual progress of
Ukrainian society [25]. The success of such behavior will depend on knowledge, skills,
motivation and emotional sphere.

The above analysis revealed the essence of the phenomenon of ecological appropriate
behavior — as a component of environmental education, an active process of forming a
system of knowledge and ideas about the relationship of all natural factors and their in-
terdependence in harmony with environmental moral canons.

In turn, we consider ecologically appropriate behavior as an ecological understanding
by older preschool children of the importance of appropriate behavior in the environ-
ment to maintain ecological balance and harmony with nature, which includes the struc-
tural components presented in Fig. 1.

In fig. 1. The structural components of ecologically appropriate behavior are deter-
mined as:

— emotional-value component (attitude to nature as a value and awareness of unity
with the natural world);

— informational and cognitive component (ecologically coordinated activity in na-
ture based on ecological and natural knowledge, the main of which are ideas about com-
munication and dependence in nature);

— activity-effective component (volitional activity in a natural environment, self-lim-
itation of one’s own desires and motivated behavior towards nature) [22].

The analysis of psychological and pedagogical literature gave grounds to assert that
ecologically purposeful behavior has a multidirectional manifestation in different age
periods. In particular, in an older preschool child, it is characterized by such behavior,
which, unlike a pet of younger and middle preschool age, is more and more focused on
the state of a living being and, to a lesser extent, on the satisfaction of their own inter-
ests and needs [5]. That is, an older preschooler is already able to behave constructively
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in nature, without violating the rules of behavior, for personal pleasure and approval of
her actions by adults.

This indicates the importance of conducting an experimental study of the problem of
the formation of ecologically appropriate behavior in older preschool children.

The study involved 40 children of the sixth year of life: 20 children from the exper-
imental group (EG) and 20 respondents from the control group (CG). The research was
carried out in the educational complex «School of the I degree, preschool educational in-
stitution «Care» of the Obolonsky district, Kiev from September 01 to November 31, 2019.

The experimental study was aimed at the implementation of the following tasks: to
determine the levels of formation of ecological expedient behavior in older preschool
children, to implement pedagogical support of ecological expedient behavior in pre-
school children, and to analyze the research results.

The research program included three stages of the experiment: ascertaining, forming
and control (see Table 1).

The theoretical basis for the development of criteria for diagnosing the levels of eco-
logically appropriate behavior of older preschool children were the main components,
such as: emotional and motivational, because emotions are what motivates preschool-
ers to activity; cognitive, as the level of knowledge and ideas of children about nature
is checked; activity-behavioral, because we study the manifestations of the behavior of
students during work in nature. Schematic representation of criteria and indicators is
given in table. 2.

Under the emotional-motivational criterion of the formation of ecological appropriate
behavior we understand the manifestations of the emotional and motivational sphere.
Its indicators: verbal assessment of qualities and opportunities during natural activities;
manifestation of positive emotions and motivating attitude to teamwork and peers.

The cognitive criterion is characterized by children’s awareness of objects and phe-
nomena of nature, which are expressed in their stories and questions. Its indicators:
worldviews about the environment, its significance for man; self-awareness of the part
of nature that needs to be protected.

Activity-behavioral criterion reveals the moral and ethical actions of the child at work
on the basis of beliefs «do no harm», «<worry», «<help», «cooperate», «<implement the plan»,
«evaluate the result». Indicators of activity-behavioral criterion: activity and intensity
during work; ability to coordinate actions and establish contact with others for cooper-
ation; maintenance during all activity of the joint plan; ability to evaluate the result of
work — «good», «beautiful».

The generalization of criteria and indicators allowed to isolate the levels of environ-
mentally sound behavior of older preschool children (high, medium and low), which are
shown in table. 3.

Taking into account the analysis of diagnostic methods available in the scientific lit-
erature to study the formation of ecologically appropriate behavior of older preschool
children at the ascertaining stage were used diagnostic methods: «Study of subordina-
tion of motives» to analyze the behavior of 6-year-old child, conditional situation of joint
activity «November» [22], purpose: to reveal children’s ideas about the rules and methods
of cooperation, specially selected practical experimental situation of joint activity «Let’s
make a picture (puzzles)», purpose: to determine how interpersonal partnership of older
preschool children time of activity [24, p. 319] and methods: observation, measurement,
comparison, analysis of results of activity during work in nature.

Aesthetic identity. It is characterized by emotionally negative perception of
communication and activity partners.

The child does not show activity and initiative, but participates only on the initiative
of others. Coordination of actions does not occur due to ignorance of the rules
and methods of coordination of efforts in the process of joint activities. Failure
to assess situations of cooperation, yourself, your qualities and capabilities. Lack
of evaluation of partners. Models of cooperation are not considered appropriate.
There is no idea about the process of joint activities and the ability to establish
constructive contacts with partners. There may be no contact with partners. There
is no ability to interact in group activities. The joint plan and the result of joint
activity are not realized

As a result of diagnosing according to the proposed methods and techniques, it was
found that older preschool children in the experimental group are mostly at a medium
(48%) and low level (37%) of environmentally sound behavior. And in the control group -
mostly at the average level (62%) of environmentally sound behavior.

Given the above result, the formative stage of the experimental study aimed at the
implementation of pedagogical support — a set of objective possibilities of content,
forms, methods, pedagogical techniques and material and spatial environment, which
are aimed at forming environmentally sound behavior in older children preschool age.

The structural components of pedagogical support of formation of ecologically expe-
dient behavior at children of senior preschool age are defined, such as:

— renewal of the ecological development environment of the preschool institution,
which combines the natural, subject, social and environment of the inner «I». Due to this
combination of environments, the experience of continuous, pedagogically determined
contact of the child with nature, with the educator, with other children during their joint
activities is formed,;

— methods of forming environmentally sound behavior in older preschool children,
which included effective organization of work in nature, focused on global, regional and
local issues, has a sense of social responsibility for the state of nature, the desire to act
for its preservation.

— methodical work as an interactive educational activity with teachers on ecological
education of preschool children.

— pedagogical interaction of the preschool institution with parents for the formation of
environmentally sound behavior in older preschoolers through the active involvement of the
family in the educational process and the creation of unity of requirements on both sides.

Ecological development environment affects not only the life of preschoolers, but also
their behavior, so we proposed the following ideas that can be used in preschool education:
to build an extraordinary eco-building with non-standard materials (see Table 4) and natural
visual-sound room; on the territory — to create a landscape design that will combine natural
(plants, animals, stones, water, sand, pebbles, wood) and artificial materials (flower bed,
alpine and ordinary garden, vegetable garden, «recreation area», meteorological site).

The study outlines the concept of eco-building as a multifaceted maximally saturated
green structure, which reduces the level of consumption of energy and material resourc-
es by saving them, growing greenery, installation of photovoltaic modules [9].

An unusual solution would be to create natural visual and sound rooms in a preschool,
which will be dedicated to any natural theme. Here, children will create an atmosphere of
nature with the help of projectors, laptops and speakers. For example, showing in a quick
version of how bread is created, starting with planting grain, and ending with baking
bread. In such an environment, students will feel that they are in the conditions shown.

In a natural visual and sound room, or cinema room, images from projectors located
in the center of the room will be projected onto all multimedia walls. The speakers locat-
ed on each wall will create an even greater atmosphere of reality.
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On such a multimedia wall, children will be able to draw or write with the help of
special colored pens. For example, after planting vegetable seeds, the educator asks the
children to imagine and draw the fruits that will grow from the seeds. Images of drawings
will be stored in a laptop, in a special folder, which the educator can then show to parents
at parent meetings.

An essential object of nature on the territory of a preschool institution will be a flow-
er bed — the most common type of flower decoration on the site. It can be flat or raised
surface by 10-15 cm. This position allows you to inspect it from different angles. The
proposed location is advantageous for work. No more than 2-3 types of flowers should
be planted in the flowerbed, which combine well in shape, height and color. In the center
are tall evergreen plants that are planted loosely, loosely, scattered, and on the edges -
low flowers, which are more densely arranged. It is best to plant compact short annuals
(sage, alyssum, etc.) and biennials (forget-me-nots or viola, etc.). However, you can plant
perennials (aquilegia, anemone, arabis, etc.). The flowers are selected so that the end of
flowering of one species or variety coincides with the beginning of flowering of another.

An alpine garden (rock garden) is a botanical garden where plants located high in the
mountains will be grown.

In addition, in a regular garden, we offer to plant varieties of fruit trees and shrubs so
that pets can observe, care for and participate in the harvest.

On the perimeter of the territory of the preschool institution to plant trees, lawns,
bushes, bushes. All plants are placed aesthetically, with respect to colors and variety.
Moreover, landscaping should be at least 20 m 2 in one place and a width of 3 m.

A profitable solution would be to create small gardens (2 mx5 m), which are limited by
a path. In each garden in the spring to plant vegetables with children and put signs with
the name of the vegetables they planted. Take care of the plants throughout the year and
harvest in the fall.

An important «feature» will be a «place of rest» — a wooden gazebo, which will be
wicker chairs, where you can relax after work, drink water or juice; to conduct introduc-
tory and concluding conversations with children about work in nature.

It is very good to place a meteorological site on the territory, which will acquaint chil-
dren with the basic standard meteorological devices (sundial, weather vane, thermome-
ter; barometer, rain gauge), with observation techniques and methods of processing the
results. It will create conditions for conducting observations of weather, seasonal natural
phenomena during work in nature, as well as study the microclimate. The results of ob-
servations are recorded by educators together with children in the diary of observations.

Thus, the developmental eco-space, favorable for the development of ecologically ap-
propriate behavior in the senior preschooler, where he personally determines his prior-
ities, choices, preferences, interests, self-expresses ways and means of various activities
(including natural). The architecture should take into account the climatic features of
the region, flexibility, mobility, spatial variability, functional versatility, age differentia-
tion, regulated autonomy of the planning structure of the preschool institution.

Formation of ecologically appropriate behavior in older preschool children was car-
ried out by means of work in nature, during which methods were used (ecological project,
method «classes-travel», ecological action, method of scheme-model, method «picture
gallery») and techniques («<headphones», A chain of logical questions, reception of eco-
logical empathy, reception of «binoculars» reception of ecological reflection, reception of
the scheme-model).
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The analysis of the works of scientists gave grounds to reveal the definition of the
concepts of interactive methods and techniques that can be used during activities in the
environment:

— the method of the ecological project (is complex, ie may include elements of differ-
ent types of practical activities of children, in particular, labor, research and play);

— the method of «travel» (children close their eyes, the educator says magic words,
and the child’s imagination gets to the right place; the rules of behavior in nature are
depicted in the form of ecological signs) [14];

— the method of «art gallery» (acquaintance of children with the phenomena of nature
with the help of paintings, for example, with the following: «Autumn over the Dnieper»
(S. Shyshko); «Spring in Ukraine» (S. Vasylkivsky); «Wind in March» Burachek).

— reception of «<headphones» (listening in the headphones to the sounds of the sea,
forest, natural phenomena) [14];

— receiving «binoculars» (to see objects in the background, or those that are com-
pletely absent) [14];

— work in an integrated form using a multimedia projector on which you can show
video encyclopedias about nature, watch cartoons and various videos on environmen-
tal issues on the Internet service YouTube (for example, cartoons «About the ecological
cow», «Save the forest», «<Magic Land») video on the structure of water, precipitation, etc.
[14]);

— a chain of logical questions (helps to find a solution to a problem or find out its
causes) [14];

— schemes-models (with their help make descriptive stories, adhering to the sequence
and parameters laid down in the schemes: color, shape, size, material, parts where it oc-
curs in nature) [14];

— reception of ecological empathy [14] (to show empathy to pets they are asked ques-
tions during work, for example: «What does the ground covered with a thick layer of snow
feel?», «<Look at the behavior of a hamster, what does he feel now?)»;

— reception of ecological reflection [14] (encourages self-analysis of the act in nature,
for example, during the care of a guinea pig the child mocked the animal by pushing it
with a stick, then the educator gathers all the children and asks: «What does a guinea pig
feel when it is pushed?)».

The most effective method was the ecological project as anintegrated method of organizing
subject-subject interaction «teacher-child» to achieve the goal of activity. A number of such
short-term and long-term ecological projects were conducted with older preschool children,
the themes of which are: «Know, love, take care», «<We take care of plants and animals», «Clean
yard — clean environment», «Let’s help birds», «corner of nature», etc.

In particular, the ecological project «<Enchanting corner of nature», which lasted one
day will be conducted in stages: cognitive-emotional (announcement of the topic, goal
setting («friendship» with a corner of nature), activity planning, drawing pictures to plan
points, observation, watching videos about beauty of nature, conversation); cognitive
(environmental games, experiments, care for plants and animals, planting flowers); cre-
ative and productive («self-representation» of phenomena and objects of nature, com-
posing a fairy tale about nature, game-dramatization).

Using the method of ecological project allowed to diversify, expand, integrate the
lives of children, taught to answer the question: What? As? Who? Where? Why? The
ecological project also contributed to: the formation of children’s ability to admire the
beauty of nature; ability to notice pollution of the natural environment; mastering the
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available skills to promote its cleanliness, compliance with the rules of nature manage-
ment; awareness of the need to preserve nature and condemn the negative actions of
other children that harm the environment.

Methodical work with educators on senior preschool children environmentally appropriate
behavior formation in nature took place in the form of training «Alternative corner of nature»,
which aimed to use the sounds of nature, their own feelings and ideas to improve or «awaken»
environmental creativity and environmentally sound behavior of teachers.

The plan-prospectus of the training «Alternative corner of nature» included: intro-
ductory conversation, musical relaxation — sounds of nature, drawing of listened mu-
sical compositions, creation of advertising of rules of behavior of preschoolers in na-
ture, drawing up of a technique of acquaintance of children with rules of behavior while
working in nature. about nature, demonstration of slide-presentation of methodically
constructive models of ecological developing environment, creation of a story about the
importance of ecological expedient behavior, showing a video sample of the image of the
future ideal kindergarten, game «Crocodile», exercise «Microphone».

Pedagogical interaction of the educational complex of school-kindergarten of the I
degree «Care» with parents on this problem was directed on: improvement of knowledge
on ecological education and ecologically expedient behavior; raising environmental cul-
ture. Based on this, an environmental campaign «Let’s make the environment clean» was
organized, which contributed to even closer cooperation between the educational insti-
tution, parents and children.

The structure of the action «Let’s make the environment clean» included: an intro-
ductory call of the educator to the activity: «let’s make our yard cleaner!», Activity plan-
ning, preparation of all necessary materials for work, making feeders and feeding birds,
planting flowers leaves, painting of artificial materials, harvesting in the garden and in
the garden, picnic.

Thus, it is conceptually important that pedagogical support reflects a difficult mecha-
nism aimed at the formation of environmentally appropriate behavior in older preschool
children through the focus of teachers and parents on communication with nature; on
the ability to admire the beauty of nature; on the ability to notice environmental pollu-
tion; on the promotion of purity in nature; on compliance with the rules of nature man-
agement; on the awareness of the need to preserve nature.

In our opinion, the above pedagogical support, fully at the control stage of the study
(carried out with methods similar to the ascertaining stage) showed improved quanti-
tative indicators (increase in the number of children with a high level of environmental
appropriate behavior: in the experimental group — 44%, in the control group — 13%) and
qualitative changes (there were positive emotions and interest in working in nature; old-
er preschoolers learned more about plants and animals of their group, learned to care for
them constructively; they began to show positive caring behavior to objects of nature;
learned to plan their work and distribute responsibilities among themselves to perform
activities) according to certain criteria.

Thus, the sufficient state of formation of ecologically appropriate behavior in older
preschool children recorded in the research process requires the search for innovative
approaches in determining and using organizational and pedagogical conditions for se-
nior preschool children environmentally appropriate behavior formation in the context
of work in nature.

Conclusions from the study and prospects for further exploration in this direc-
tion. The study is substantiated and built on the basis of general scientific, pedagogical,
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theoretical foundations, a set of relevant research methods and conceptual and termino-
logical apparatus of research of ecological expedient behavior, which allowed to clarify
the concepts of «ecology», «<expediency», «<behavior» and define the essence of «ecologi-
cal senior preschool age».

The essence of ecologically appropriate behavior of older preschool children is con-
sidered as a formula «of ecological understanding of older preschool children of the im-
portance of appropriate behavior in the environment to maintain ecological balance and
harmony with nature». Ecologically appropriate behavior of older preschoolers consists
of a set of interdependent structural and semantic components: emotional and value
(attitude to nature as a value and awareness of unity with the natural world); informa-
tion-cognitive (ecologically coordinated activity in nature on the basis of ecological and
natural science knowledge, the main among which are ideas about connections and de-
pendencies in nature); activity-effective (volitional activity in the natural environment,
self-limitation of one’s own desires and motivated behavior to nature).

The experimental study showed the dynamics of increasing the levels of ecological
and appropriate behavior in older preschool children, which is due to the renewal of
the ecological development environment of preschool education and the effectiveness of
pedagogical support as a mechanism of long-term tripartite subject-subject interaction
«teacher-child», which is characterized by the predominant use of interactive methods,
techniques and forms, the implementation of which reflects qualitative changes in the
emotional-motivational, activity-behavioral and cognitive spheres, etc.

The study does not cover all aspects of the problem of forming environmentally sound
behavior in older preschool children while working in nature. The problem of purposeful
preparation of future educators of preschool institutions for the introduction of peda-
gogical conditions for senior preschool children environmentally appropriate behavior
formation also needs further research.
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Abstract. The modern development of world civilization is characterized by the rapid pace of
introduction of new information technologies and globalization processes. The progress of almost all
areas of human activity depends on people who have a non-standard perception of the world around
them, are extremely active, energetic, able to work and can achieve high results in the chosen field
of activity. Thus, the problem of giftedness, creativity, intelligence comes to the fore in public policy,
determining the search, education and upbringing of gifted children and youth.

The problem of identifying, developing and teaching gifted children is of great interest in the
pedagogical environment in the implementation of the Concept of the New Ukrainian School. Numerous
studies of the development of gifted children emphasize the urgency of this problem in our country and
abroad. Particular attention is paid to the formation and development of children’s creative abilities
from the first steps of their education in primary school. Gifted are junior high school students who,
according to experts, due to their outstanding abilities demonstrate high achievements in one or more
areas: intellectual, creative or productive thinking, organizational, artistic, sports and more. They have
clear criteria for giftedness not yet developed, although most experts agree that advanced development
is inherent in gifted children, that is, ahead of their peers in a number of mental parameters. In the
cognitive sphere, this is manifested in extreme curiosity, the ability to monitor several processes
simultaneously, actively explore the world around us, perceive the connections between phenomena
and draw appropriate conclusions, creating alternative systems in the imagination. The authors’
experience on the forms and content of educational work with students in order to reveal their creative
potential is presented.

The development of the New Ukrainian School, caused by the need to find compliance with
modern needs of Ukrainian education to world standards, involves creating conditions to ensure the
identification and development of gifted children, the realization of their potential. The New Ukrainian
School Concept emphasizes that each child is unique, endowed by nature with unique abilities, talents
and opportunities, and the «mission of the new Ukrainian school is to help discover and develop the
abilities, talents and abilities of each child» based on personality-oriented model education and the
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principle of child-centeredness. The role of the teacher is especially important in the formation of the
personality of a gifted child of primary school age, as external influences on the student are carried
out during later life. The Professional Standard «Primary Teacher of General Secondary Education»,
which became the first professional standard in Ukraine approved at the national level, defines «the
ability to take into account in creating an educational environment the individual needs of students,
including gifted children» one of the leading professional competencies of primary school teachers.

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Abstract. The study theoretically substantiates the psychological and pedagogical conditions
for the development of creative thinking of the individual in the learning process; the meaning of
the concept of “creative thinking” in the structure of personality is revealed and the indicators of its
development are characterized.

It is substantiated that creative thinking is decisive in the structure of the creative personality. It
is the core of the cognitive sphere and the state of development of the motivational and social spheres
depends on it. It is determined that creative thinking is a certain thought processes of the individual,
the synthesis of which contributes to the creation of something new. The state of its development is
influenced by the presence of cognitive interest, the development of mental operations and intellectual
skills. Creative thinking has an ambiguous interpretation, on the one hand it is a mental process based
on the solution of contradictions and problems arising in the process of human activity, and on the
other hand, the concept of “thinking” and creative thinking are synonymous, as thinking is based on
solving difficulties.

Analysis of the scientific literature on the problem of research makes it possible to identify the
following criteria for the development of creative personality: the presence of cognitive interest, the
desire for achievement and continuous self-development (motivational sphere); developed in tandem
conceptual, divergent and creative thinking, developed intellectual and creative skills, reflection
(cognitive sphere); developed moral qualities, ability to self-management, communicative and
aesthetic qualities (social sphere). Based on the criteria outlined above, high, medium and low levels
of development of creative thinking in the structure of personality are distinguished.

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Introduction and current state of the research problem. The formation of a
creative personality is one of the important tasks of pedagogical theory and practice at the
present stage. Creativity presupposes the presence of abilities, motives, knowledge and
skills, thanks to which a product is created that differs in novelty, originality, uniqueness.
According to A. Savenkova, «If creativity for the middle of the twentieth century
is a luxury allowed by a select few, then for the twenty-first century it is a necessary
condition for the survival and dignified existence of everyone» [16, p. 84]. Despite the
large number of publications, there is no consensus in answering the question of how
to determine the ability to create — as a given or the result of enormous efforts of the
individual. Researchers note that the success of creative activity is largely determined by
the presence of creative abilities. In the context of the research problem, it is important
for us to analyze the concepts of «creativity», «creative activity» and «creative potential».
Analysis of the psychological and pedagogical literature on this issue has identified the
following main areas that characterize these categories.

Consider the essence of the concept of «creativity». This topic is relevant today, due to
the fact that the prestige of creativity around the world has grown significantly in recent
years. The development of scientific thought, the merging of science and production, the
constant renewal of ideas and technologies — all this implies a creative beginning. The
word «creativity», according to content analysis, is now one of the ten most commonly
used words in pedagogy, psychology, sociology, philosophy, and even political science.

Throughout centuries of history, mankind has sought ways to control the mysterious
process of creativity. The main conclusion that scientists have reached in the last century,
for pedagogy was very disappointing: the creative process can not be controlled. The
ability to create is a talent, and talents are given to a person from birth.

Attempts to understand and describe the phenomenon of creativity have been made
by thinkers since ancient times (Plato, Socrates, Aristotle, etc.). Creativity was interpreted
by philosophers as the “cosmic principle of the world” (V. Soloviov), “the highest form of
human activity” (I. Kant), “the essence of human existence” (K. Marx), “enlightenment
and transformation of the world” (M. Berdiaev). Modern research (V. Bibler, M. Kagan, etc.)
allows us to define creativity as the highest and most complex form of human activity,
which involves the activation of all physical, spiritual strength and human experience,
which creates something new and original, uniqueness and socio-historical uniqueness.

Considerable experience in the study of creativity has been accumulated in domestic
(Ya.Ponomarev, P.Jacobson,A.Matiushkin,and others) and foreign (J. Guilford, E. Torrence,
and others) psychological and pedagogical research. But despite this, in modern
psychological and pedagogical science, the concepts of “creativity”, “creative potential”,
“creativity” as a general ability to create, are interpreted ambiguously. S. Rubinshtein
characterized creativity as an activity that creates something new, original, which then
enters the history not only of the author himself, but also of science and art.

The concept of creativity is formulated in the dictionary “Psychology”, where it is
characterized as an activity that results in the creation of new material and spiritual
values. However, there is a meaningful addition: it is emphasized that creative activity
implies the presence in the individual of abilities, motives, skills, with which a product
is obtained, characterized by uniqueness, originality. These definitions describe not
only the end result of creativity, but also the factors of its formation: abilities, motives,
knowledge [5, p. 397].

Ya. Ponomarev offers his definition of creativity. He says that creativity “is a necessary
condition for the development of matter, the formation of its new forms, along with the
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emergence of which change the very forms of creativity. Human creativity is only one of
such forms” [18, p. 223].

Currently, in the research of educators and psychologists, an in-depth analysis
of creativity, both in a broad sense and creative activity in the educational process.
This problem was described by: L. Vygotsky, and ]. Lerner, Ya. Ponomarev, B. Nikitin,
N. Menchynska, S. Shaw, G. Simon, J. Guilford, E. Torrens and others.

The purpose and objectives of the study. Theoretically substantiate the psychological
and pedagogical conditions for the development of creative thinking of the individual in
the learning process; to analyze the scientific literature on the problem of developing
creative thinking of the individual in the learning process; to reveal the meaning of the
concept of “creative thinking” in the structure of personality and to characterize the
indicators of its development.

In the psychological and pedagogical literature there are two points of view on the
issue of creativity.

According to the first one, it is necessary to distinguish reproductive and creative way of
thinking. The result of reproductive thinking is the creation of an object, the object of activity
on the basis of existing knowledge, and the result of creative thinking is the creation of a new
object of creativity. L. Vygotsky creatively characterized such human activity that creates
something new —whether it is the result of creative activity of any object in the external world,
or the construction of the mind or feeling that lives and manifests itself in man. “Creativity
actually exists not only where it produces significant historical works, but also where a
person imagines, combines, changes and creates something new, no matter how small it may
seem compared to the works of geniuses” [4, p. 6-7]. The scientist noted that creativity is
a necessary condition for existence, and everything that goes beyond routine is due to the
emergence of human creativity. In his opinion, life is a continuous creativity, where every
feeling, thought, work is an object of creativity. Because creativity is a type of human activity
characterized by certain features, namely: the presence of contradictions, problems, social
and personal significance, the progress of creativity, the presence of objective prerequisites
for creativity, novelty and originality of the process or result.

A. Brushlytsky describes creativity as a process “as a result of which a person finds
something new, previously unknown”. This position is held by many researchers, in
particular, A. Mateiko considered the essence of the creative process in the reproduction
of existing experience and the formation of new combinations based on it.

The second point of view says that the right of any thinking to be creative is the right
of every person to be creative.

In this position is B. Nikitin, he points out that “our state, school, educators and
parents face a task of extreme importance: to ensure that everyone ... grows up ... not
only a healthy and strong person, but also — necessarily! — proactive, capable of a creative
approach to any business. And an active life position can be justified if a person thinks
creatively, if he sees an opportunity for improvement around him”. The problem of
creativity is actively studied by Soviet and foreign teachers and psychologists [12, p. 96].

0. Menchynska reveals such features of creative activity as: “the ability to vary widely the
methods of action, to subordinate the direction of search to the task, to reject the accepted
“moves of thought”, to flexibly modify the methods of action according to the task” [2, p. 253].

Accordingtol.Lerner,the process of creative activity, whichis the highest manifestation
of cognitive independence, is possible under the conditions of interaction of knowledge,
skills, certain experience of creative activity and positive motives of cognition. The
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progressive dynamics of this interaction contributes to the further development of
knowledge, skills and abilities of creative activity.

Also interesting are the works of American researchers on the role of heredity in the
development of a child’s creative potential. E. Torrens, the creator of the system for measuring
creative abilities, says that heredity is not a significant indicator of future creative productivity.
The extent to which a child’s creative impulses are transformed into a creative one depends
more on the influence of upbringing and development in the learning process and in the
home environment. There are four main areas in the study of the concept of creativity: as a
product, as a process, as personality traits in general and as abilities in particular.

American psychologist E. Fromm proposed the following definition of creativity: “it is
the ability to wonder and learn, the ability to find solutions in unusual situations, it is the
focus on discovering new things and the ability to deeply understand their experience”.
Thus, it follows from this formulation that the criterion of creativity is not the quality
of the result, but the characteristics and processes that stimulate creative productivity.
A number of researchers associate creativity with personal traits (K. Rogers, A. Maslow).
Thus, A. Maslow calls creativity one of the highest manifestations of human essence, its
highest need, which will be satisfied only if the lower needs are met (needs for security,
physiological, commitment, love) [13].

Thus, A. Maslow was the first to emphasize that creativity is the most universal human
function, which leads to all forms of self-expression and is an important component of
the process of self-actualization. From the point of view of humanistic psychology, the
very essence of man constantly moves him in the direction of personal growth, creativity
and self-sufficiency [13].

J. Guilford developed his concept of creative thinking, which is based on a model of
the structure of intelligence: material — operations — results. ]J. Guilford pointed out the
fundamental difference between two types of mental operations: convergence and divergence.
Convergent thinking (convergence) is actualized when a person who solves a problem needs
to find a single correct solution based on a number of conditions. Thus, J. Guilford identified
the ability to convergent thinking with test intelligence. He defined divergent thinking as “a
type of thinking that goes in different directions”. This type of thinking allows you to change
ways of solving the problem, leads to unexpected conclusions and results.

The operation of divergence together with the operations of transformation and
implication J. Guilford considered the basis of creativity as a general creative ability, and
originality (adaptive flexibility — non-triviality, unusual approach), audiovisual flexibility
(ability to give verbal or visual form) produce a variety of ideas in an unregulated
situation), the ease of analogies and oppositions, expressive productivity recognized as
the main parameters of creativity [6, p. 183].

Creativity is seen as an ability. One of the first in this field was the work of A. Simpson,
who described creativity as the ability of a person to move away from stereotypical ways
of thinking.

E. Stones calls creativity an “abstract concept” and connects it with divergent thinking.
He also argues that “there is no consensus that divergent thinking and creativity are two
names of the same phenomenon, or even that divergent thinking is the main element of
creativity” [14, p. 275].

A.Kozyreva believes that divergent thinking is a “unity of logical and intuitive”, which
has such qualities as speed, flexibility, originality and accuracy [14, p. 27].

Under divergent thinking, scientists understand the finding of “unusual ways to solve
problems”, which consists of flexibility, productivity and originality. In this case, the ability
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to give unusual titles to stories and “play with words” is manifested in originality. Flexibility
is traced at the moment when the child tells how it is possible to use usual subjects. And
the number of ideas that are put forward in answering the question, taking into account the
speed and accuracy is determined by the productivity of thinking [14, p. 272].

It is necessary to “actively create new ways of thinking in children, and not be satisfied
with those that have developed in them” [19, p. 374].

The statement of the main material research and results. Any human activity
is productive, that is its result is a certain product. The presentation of the results
(products) of the activity, according to J. Bruner, takes place in stages and reflects the
stages of development of creative thinking. They include: Stage 1 - these are specific
actions; Stage 2 includes the creation of a picture, image, and stage 3 is the use of a
symbolic means to convey the image [9, p. 31].

These stages correspond to the main types of human thinking: effective (stage
1), figurative (stage 2), verbal-logical (stage 3). Thus, creative thinking is a complex,
multifaceted concept.

Creative thinking has an ambiguous interpretation, ie on the one hand it is a mental
process based on the solution of contradictions and problems arising in the process of
human activity, and on the other hand, the concept of “thinking” and creative thinking
are synonymous, as thinking is based on solving difficulties.

Such physiologists and psychologists of the twentieth century as V. Bekhterev,
F. Bene, D. Epiphany, L. Vygotsky, E. Golubeva, F. Galton, V. Druzhinin, Ya. Ponomarev,
B. Teplov and others. They studied in detail the “mechanism” of the creative process and
the conditions for the development of abilities. Psychological and pedagogical research
has shown the role of mastering specific unique human abilities in general in the cycle of
human development (A. Leontiev, L. Wenger, S. Rubinstein, etc.).

Very often in different studies draw a parallel between creativity and thinking. Thus,
the famous American psychologist J. Godfrey in his works emphasizes that the creative
personality has the so-called divergent (creative) thinking [4, p. 436]. The peculiarity
of this type of thinking is that to solve any problem, a person does not concentrate
all efforts on finding one possible solution, but seeks a solution, going through all the
options in order to analyze as many possible results. Moreover, people with divergent
thinking are able from the elements used by others for certain combinations, to make
new combinations that will have nothing to do with previously developed [4, p. 438].
Divergent way of thinking, according to J. Godfrey, is the basis of creative thinking,
characterized by a number of certain features, including [4, p. 441]: speed, ie the ability to
express a huge number of ideas in a given unit of time. It is worth noting that this feature
does not imply the quality of ideas, but their quantity; flexibility — involves the ability to
express a wide variety of ideas. That is, it is no longer a question of the number of ideas,
but of the difference of one idea from another; originality — implies the ability to create
new non-standard ideas, ie ideas that contradict the generally accepted; completeness
implies the ability to improve your “product”, giving it a complete look.

A. Luk, a well-known domestic psychologist who studies the psychology of creativity,
identified a number of creative abilities, the researcher attributed to the main types of
creative abilities [9, p. 57]: the ability to see a problem invisible to others; the ability to
convert mental operations, replacing several concepts with one, using increasingly capacious
in terms of information symbols; the ability to apply skills acquired while solving one task to
solve another problem; the ability to perceive reality not partially but completely; ability to
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easily form an associative series of individual concepts; the ability of memory to output the
necessary information at the right moment; flexibility of thinking.

Some authors consider creative abilities as a component of creative potential.
Creativity itself is a complex concept. L. Darinsky defines it as an integral concept,
which includes the following components: skills, knowledge, abilities and desire of the
individual to transform the world around him.

According to Yu. Kuliutkin, the creative potential of the individual, which determines
the effectiveness of its activities in the world, is characterized by a general psychological
basis that determines the value-semantic structures, the conceptual apparatus of thinking
or methods of solving problems. Such development potential is a systemic formation of
personality, characterized by intellectual, psychophysiological and motivational reserves
of development. These include: the richness of needs and interests of the individual, his
focus on self-realization in various fields of activity, knowledge and communication; the
degree of formation of intellectual abilities that allow individuals to effectively solve
new professional and life problems; high efficiency of the person, his physical force and
energy, a level of development of his psychophysiological possibilities.

E. Tunic defines creative potential as a component of creative personality, which
contains intellectual and practical knowledge, skills and abilities, and the ability to
apply them in problem statement and search for solutions based on logic of thinking and
intuition, talent in a certain direction [16].

E. Rogov refers to the components of creative potential curiosity, self-confidence,
perseverance, the ability to abstract, focus and the desire for independence, as well
as visual and auditory memory [16]. For example, V. Yefimov notes that the creative
potential of man implies the presence of the following abilities [7, p. 42]: ability to take
risks; divergent thinking; flexibility in thinking and acting; speed of thinking; the ability
to express original ideas and invent new ones; rich imagination; perception of ambiguity
of things and phenomena; high aesthetic values; developed intuition.

The very concept of ability has many definitions, due to the degree of study of this
phenomenon. The fact is that almost every researcher who studies creative abilities, gave
his definition of this concept, which was formed through the prism of his own vision or
understanding of the term “ability”. Thus, in a broad sense, the ability is the individual
characteristics of the individual, providing relative ease and high quality of mastery of certain
activities. In a narrower sense, abilities do not mean innate qualities, but existing only in the
process of development, developing, often outside a specific activity. Everyone has the ability
to do one or another activity. It all depends on what innate inclinations and to what extent
they are developed in humans. The highest level of development is achieved only by gifted
people and talented, ie those who have a favorable combination of various talents.

As for the concept of “creative abilities”, it means the features of individual human
qualities that determine the success of various creative activities. From the point of
view of A. Maklakov, “creative abilities” are special abilities that determine the success
of creativity [11, p. 35]. In turn, B. Teplov under “creative abilities” understood certain
individual — psychological features that distinguish one person from another [1, p. 17].

Summing up, we emphasize that the problem of creative abilities is complex, because
it intersects the interests of different scientific disciplines. Creativity is a process of
human activity that creates qualitatively new material and spiritual values. This is the
ability, the ability of man, which arises in the process of labor, to create a new reality from
the material provided by reality, which satisfies the diversity of social needs. Therefore,
summarizing the theoretical material on the nature of creativity, which is presented
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in different approaches, highlighting the leading positions on creative personality and
systematic analysis of creative psychologyi, it is necessary to apply a systematic approach
to appropriate socialization of personality with a high level of creative thinking. Everyone
has their own creative potential and a certain level of development of creative thinking.

School childhood is an important period in children’s lives. It is at this age that every child
with joy and surprise discovers an unfamiliar and wonderful world around them, representing
a little explorer. The multifaceted development of a child is more successful if it is included in
a variety of children’s activities, where its potential and the first manifestations of creativity
are realized. As a rule, in all definitions, creativity is noted as an activity that results in the
creation of a new, original product that has social significance.

Creative personality is defined as a person who has a high level of knowledge, is able to
reject the usual, stereotyped, for her the need for creativity is urgent and essential [9, p. 58].

The works of such scientists as T. Komarova, N. Bohoiavlenska, O. Matiushkin and
others are devoted to the study of the formation and development of creativity of junior
schoolchildren.

In the process of studying creativity, a number of views on the nature of this concept
were formed. In particular, D. Epiphany, considers creativity as the highest specific
manifestation of human intellectual activity [3].

T. Komarova believes that “creativity is a habitual, natural function of the brain,
which is and is realized in the activity as there are special opportunities or other specific
activities” [5, p. 16].

Creative personality is characterized by: originality, initiative, perseverance, high
self-organization, efficiency, need for intellectual work, high level of demanding,
willingness to take risks, impulsiveness, independence of judgment, uneven success in
learning different subjects, sense of humor, originality, cognitive meticulousness, non-
perception of faith, critical view of such things as “sacred”, courage of imagination and
thinking, peculiarities of motivation: creative personality finds satisfaction not so much
in achieving the goal of creativity as in its very process [8, p. 125-126].

Creative thinking is an integral part of a creative personality. The product of such
thinkingis discovery,invention or artisticimage (mostly on a subjective level). Characteristic
features of creative thinking are “the breadth of coverage of the problem under
consideration, flexibility, critical thinking, speed, updating of the necessary knowledge,
developed intuition, the ability to solve problems in incomplete information” [15]. The
development of a creative person is directly related to his thinking - his creative activity
depends on how he thinks. The formation of a creative personality in the educational
process involves the teacher to solve the following tasks: the formation of the motivational
sphere: the development of motives for mental activity, motives for achievement and self-
development; formation of the cognitive sphere of personality, which means, above all,
the intellectual development of the younger student; formation of the social sphere of
personality, which means the development of the ability to interact constructively with
other people, education of empathy, emotional stability, self-esteem and self-esteem [15].

An important place in the structure of personality is occupied by the motivational
sphere, because it determines the cognitive and creative activity. Motivational sphere
includes motives of mental activity (desire to think, desire to prove one’s own thoughts;
curiosity; steady interest in something new) and motives of achievements and self-
development. These motives in tandem motivate the child to mental activity. The
cognitive sphere covers the thinking of the individual.

Analysis of the psychological pedagogical literature shows that the cognitive sphere is
a complex concept, which is an important characteristic of the intellectual development
of the individual. The vast majority of authors in its content identifies such cognitive
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mental processes as sensation, perception, memory, attention, imagination and thinking
[2; 6; 7]. The cognitive sphere of personality at each new age has its own individual
characteristics, which are related to the specifics of the development of basic cognitive
processes at a certain age. Most scholars note that a common feature of primary school
age is the predominant underdevelopment of the arbitrary sphere of the child, because it
is still insufficiently formed internal means of self-regulation [9].

P. Halperin emphasizes that the characteristic features of the perception of children
of primary school age are weak differentiation, situationality and emotionality.
O. Peleshko notes that the memory of children of this age gradually develops in two
directions — arbitrariness and awareness, and they have better developed visual than
auditory memory, but the predominance of educational material of verbal content
stimulates the development of the ability to remember verbal, often abstract material.
Among the characteristic features of the thinking of children of primary school age is the
transition from visually figurative to verbally logical (conceptual thinking), due to which
there is a restructuring of all other mental processes [11]. However, abstract, formally
logical conclusions are not yet available to a child of this age. Given by M. Savchin and
L. Vasylenko, the main trend in the development of the imagination of younger students
is the transition from its reproductive form to creative [10]. Most scientists note that
the attention of the younger student is mostly involuntary, but gradually strengthens,
becomes more stable and focused, but its scope is still narrow [1; 3].

Analysis of the scientific literature allows us to conclude that the cognitive sphere contains
semantic, operational and control-correctional components. The semantic component
(knowledge) is the starting point for thinking, a necessary prerequisite for its implementation.
In order for knowledge to be not a mechanical collection of disparate parts, but a clear system
of interconnected components, ie an instrument of cognition of the objective world, it is
necessary to form conceptual thinking from an early school age. Conceptual thinking itself
is focused on reproduction in the cognitive image of objective reality. In order for a child to
go «beyond» the outlined task and create their own «products», namely fairy tales, poems,
using knowledge of mathematics, language, science, it is necessary in addition to conceptual
development of creative and divergent thinking in students. To carry out cognitive activity,
it is necessary that the child’s thinking is endowed with the following qualities: flexibility,
activity, purposefulness, breadth, depth, critical thinking.

In order to carry out the process of cognition, in addition to the system of ordered
knowledge (semantic component of the cognitive sphere) it is necessary to have
intellectual and creative skills (operational component). According to the researcher,
intellectual and creative skills of junior high school students are the ability to successfully
perform general mental actions (analysis, synthesis, comparison, analogy, classification
and systematization of concepts and facts), to establish cause-and-effect relationships,
applying systematic knowledge of school subjects. the process of creating their own
products of cognitive activity [17].

The intellectual and creative skills of scientists include: 1) the ability to plan their
actions a few steps ahead; 2) the ability to think; 3) the ability to prove their own
opinion; 4) the ability to create their own “products”, namely: fairy tales, poems, etc.,
using educational material. The control-correction component of the cognitive sphere
of personality involves self-analysis of one’s own thought process, which is based on the
ability to find mistakes, realize and correct them [17].

In order for every child to succeed in society, it is necessary, in addition to motivational
and cognitive, to develop the social sphere of the student’s personality.

Inthe content of the social sphere of the student’s personality, the researcher identifies the
emotional-volitional and communicative components. The emotional-volitional component
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contains the following qualities: persistence, organization, principledness, endurance,
sensitivity, respect for the partner’s opinions, emotional stability in contact, which means
compliance with moral norms and rules of interaction; the ability to subordinate personal
goals and desires to a common cause; the ability to complete the work started, the ability to
take responsibility in various life and educational situations; self-esteem and self-esteem.

To the communicative component, scientists include the communicative skills of a
junior high school student, namely: the ability to get to know others and understand them,
to objectively assess the situation and to predict their behavior in relation to it; ability
to actively listen, choose a role, adequately convey and perceive emotions; the ability
to reflexively manage the “I-image”, which means awareness of the impression that the
“I” makes on others and the ability to change it at will; possession of rules of conduct —
etiquette — the ability to be patient, friendly, sensitive to the communication partner;
mastery of verbal communication, namely: speech technique, its components: voice,
diction, tempo, intonation; signs of speech, which are: correctness, purity, accuracy, logic,
expressiveness, imagery, expediency; possession of non-verbal communication, namely:
facial expressions, gestures, pantomime, the ability to stand in front of the audience.

According to the degree of manifestation of the criteria of formation of motivational,
cognitive and social components, there are three levels of readiness for the formation of
the creative personality of a junior schoolchild: high, medium and low.

High level shows high cognitive interest, can establish cause-and-effect relationships,
is able to work in a team, active, inquisitive, has a high development of intellectual skills.

The average level is the same as in the high, but the weaker manifestation of the child
does not always show cognitive interest is included in the work only when parents ask.

The low level of cognitive interest is virtually absent, mental operations are performed
only under the strict control of parents and teachers, forcibly. Can not work with others
to analyze their actions and deeds.

Conclusions and perspectives of further researches. Considering the psychological
and pedagogical conditions on which depends the effectiveness of learning as a holistic
creative process, we believe that the main ones are:

1. Orientation of the educational process on the subjective paradigm of education,
which emphasizes the value of individuality, identity of each child, his life experience.

2. Implementation of problem-based learning as a mechanism for the development
of a situation of reflection — a situation of search, curiosity, doubt, which contributes to
creative self-realization.

3. Stimulation of intellectual activity of students.

4. Application of interactive methods and forms of teaching, implementation of tasks
aimed at the development of conceptual, creative and divergent thinking and speech of
students.

Such methods include: the method of figurative vision, “brainstorming”, problem-
searching dialogue, the method of inversion, empathy, incident, didactic game, the
method of synectics, and so on.

The use of the above conditions will contribute to the formation of a creative
personality. However, we should not forget that a student’s success cannot depend only
on the teacher, so it is necessary to conduct informational conversations with parents,
which will contribute to the effectiveness of the educational process. The unity of views
and work of teachers and parents will help to form a new generation of students creative,
intelligent, harmoniously developed, cultural and highly moral.
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Abstract. The article deals with the formation of professional broadcasting competence of a
future primary school teacher as an important component of professional training of specialists in
the education system of Ukraine. The maintenance of the basic concepts “competence”, “competence”,
“professional competence”, “communicative competence” are analyzed. Various approaches to
determining the essential characteristic of professional competence and its component composition
are highlighted. It is determined that the process of developing professional speech competence of
future English teachers should be carried out on the basis of integration of general professional and
special disciplines, using interactive technologies. According to the requirements of the NSW concept
and standard programs, they described two cycles of primary education, noting that primary education
experienced the very first reformation.

They presented the main components of the competence of the future teacher, which should be
formed by students of higher educational institutions. It was found that the process of developing
professional competence depends on the environment, so the environment itself should stimulate
professional self-development. Identify the stages of formation of professional competence. The
importance of professional-pedagogical communication is described, as it is the main form of
pedagogical process and occupies an important place in the formation of professional competence of
the future English teacher. Define the concept of “language culture” of primary school teachers and
characterize its features.

We pointed out that the main components of the competence of the future teacher, which are
formed among students of higher educational institutions, are the following: knowledge, abilities,
skills, individual psychological characteristics of a person. It is noted that in the educational process,
the cognitive activity of students should be leading. The possibility of combining the attitude to the
development of the student’s personality and the formation of practical-oriented competence is
substantiated. It is noted that the professional competence of a foreign language teacher consists
of special competence (personal and non-representative knowledge, i.e. knowledge of general and
fundamental disciplines), technological (methodological), management (organizational, business)
and communication skills. A characteristic sign of communicative competence, leading methodologists
see organic inclusion in the competence of a specialist, technology and leadership as means of their
implementation.

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Abstract. The article considers the current problem of readiness for foreign language professional
communication of future primary school teachers. Particular attention is paid to the conceptual
foundations of the system of training future professionals, the basic principles and conditions of their
professional development, as evidenced by a number of legal documents. The works of Ukrainian and
foreign researchers who developed the formation of foreign language competence of students and
tasks related to defining the goals and content of foreign language education are considered. This is
due to the creation of the European Higher Education Area and requires the implementation of urgent
tasks to increase the motivation of students to learn a foreign language in higher education and more
effective foreign language professional communication.

Criteria and levels of foreign language skills of non-language students are determined and
researched, the results of “screening testing” of first-year students are presented, the importance of
modeling educational situations as a complex means of stimulating students to self-analysis, self-
assessment, self-development, communication is considered. foreign language process. The study also
presents the results of an experiment to implement the technology of modeling learning situations.

It is proved that the formation of skills to apply receptive strategies of planning the educational
process are preparatory interactive exercises with the active use of information and communication
technologies, elements of intensive learning. A personality-oriented model of foreign language teaching
with elements of intensive, which is divided into psychological-pedagogical and methodological
components, is proposed. Particular attention is paid to the psychological and pedagogical features of
the organization of the educational process in a foreign language, the formation of motivation to learn
a foreign language in students of higher education.

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Abstract. The development of Ukrainian education and upbringing, the implementation of the
ideas of national education depends on the study of the cultural and pedagogical heritage of Ukraine,
analysis and evaluation of the activities of prominent figures of the past. Meletii Smotrytskyi was such
an outstanding figure in the formation of Ukrainian education. In 2019, it was 400 years since the
publication of his famous “Slavic Grammar Correct Syntagma”. In addition, it is the anniversary of the
Hornbook, which was published in 1618 and 1621. Identifying the contribution of M. Smotrytskyi to
the development of Ukrainian education and evaluation of his pedagogical work is relevant.

The article considers the pedagogical activity of the Ukrainian linguist, teacher Meletii Smotrytskyi.
The work of an outstanding thinker and polemicist in the positions of a private teacher, professor,
rector, author of the famous “Slavic Grammar Correct Syntagma”, the Hornbook and the term
“hornbook” was clarified. M. Smotrytskyi’s advice on how and why to teach children, expressed in the
address “To school teachers” in “Grammar”, where we actually have a sample method of language
teaching, which shows that learning a language is impossible without learning grammar, which will
give students skills not only to read and understand what is read, but also to write according to the
rules, to express one’s thoughts, to know the order of words in a sentence, the rules that must be
followed to keep the language clean, which is the stylistic guidelines of the author of “Grammar”. The
article draws attention to the rules that are preserved in the main features in our time, the terms,
punctuation, proposed by M. Smotrytsky, his authorship of a new spelling at the time.

The proposed article is an attempt to gather in a single source the achievements of scientific
literature on the educational activities of a prominent thinker, to outline and promote the pedagogical
views of Meletii Smotritskyi, to identify his contribution to the pedagogical heritage of Ukraine, to
convey to the reader the importance of pedagogical activities.

The materials of the research can be used by teachers in writing lectures, students, graduate
students in studying the history of the Ukrainian language and the history of pedagogy.

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Abstract. The urgency of the problem of raising young children with cerebral palsy is due to the
need to take into account the peculiarities of their psychophysical development and create conditions
to prevent them from deprivation. These children are characterized by violations of the physical,
emotional, personal spheres, which require a comprehensive approach to overcoming them. Raising
children with cerebral palsy is burdened by a state of deprivation, which appears in them due to
the limitation or inability to meet the needs of children in physical activity, sensory stimulation,
establishing emotional ties with loved ones.

The purpose of the study is to reveal the features of raising young children with cerebral palsy
in conditions of deprivation, and involves the use of methods of theoretical analysis and synthesis,
generalization of the basic provisions of special psychology and correctional pedagogy on the specifics
of raising children with cerebral palsy and finding effective means of educational work with them.

Results of the research. The main role in the education of young children with cerebral palsy is
played by parents, who provide the basic needs for care and love, communication, enriching with
new knowledge about the world around them. Due to the lack of parental care, loss of attachment
of the child due to prolonged absence of the mother, the child develops a state of deprivation. The
negative impact of social, sensory, communicative deprivation on the mental development of a child
with cerebral palsy has been identified.

Features of physical and sensory education of young children with cerebral palsy in conditions of
deprivation include pedagogical influence on them to increase motor activity, development of fine and
gross motor skills, mastering of sensory standards for cognition of the world around.

The conditions for the effectiveness of raising young children with cerebral palsy are early onset of
complex impact, organization of educational work based on leading activities, observance of the daily
routine, enrichment of the environment with bright sensory stimuli, use of various games and exercises
aimed at comprehensive development.

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Abstract. The article presents analysis of the scientific and pedagogical literature on the experience
of using mind maps in the educational process of higher education, as well as in the process of preparing
students in preschool education. It is determined that the essence of mental maps is to systematize and
symbolize information with the help of graphic images. Systematization in mind | maps is reflected
through the creation of associations or the presentation of existing content or cognitive field.

From the position of a students, the mind map is considered as a technology of summarizing and
mapping educational information during lectures. At the same time, smart cards allow you to save
time when you need to design, structure and remember a significant amount of information. The mind
map has a number of advantages over the usual notes or short notes.

From the position of a researcher and pedagogical worker, the mind map as a tool for visualization
and systematization of information. Mindl maps created by the teacher help to provide information of
personal meaning, resulting in a lecture for students with a focus not on the text syllabus, but on the
radian record, decorated with associative content. The information presented in the form of a mental
map allows the teacher to give a lecture without rigid attachment to the text, while a holistic plan of
information is always in front of the eyes.

The analysis of various platforms for creating mind maps made it possible to offer an algorithm
for their creation using the online resource MindMeister. Experience of using smart cards in the
preparation of applicants for higher education bachelor’s degree in “Preschool Education” allowed to
give an example of their use in the educational process.

The peculiarities of the use of mental maps in the process of training preschool education
specialists are identified: a wide range of online resources and cloud services allows you to create and
use the intelligence of the map in terms of distance learning; user-friendly interface and versatility of
resources contribute to the visualization, systematization and structuring of theoretical information
during lectures with students; joint work of participants of educational process on development,
detailing of a mental map provides interactive interaction of students and the teacher during seminars
and practical employment.

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Annotation. The article describes the most actual problems of preparation of future teachers
for the formation of ecological competence of junior schoolchildren. In particular, the essence of
such concepts as competence, environmental competence, pedagogical conditions of formation are
revealed. Relevance of the outlined problem is in the context of paradigm changes caused by the
existence of persistent contradictions between existing fundamental scientific achievements, formed by
ecologically oriented values of future teachers and their lack of orientation on the future professional
activity, defining environmental education as a priority, system-forming factor in the harmonization
of cultural and educational spaces, etc.

The competence is shown as a dynamic combination of knowledge, understanding, skills, values,
and other personal qualities that describe the learning results based on educational program, and
environmental competence as a personal characteristic, the ability of an individual to make decisions
and to act in different life situations to reduce the environmental damage. Ecological competence
is based on such subjective values as meanings, beliefs, knowledge, skills, volitional qualities of
personality and manifests itself situationally in practical activity. An environmentally competent
person strives to respond to life situations responsibly and organizes his or her life based on the
priority of environmental values. The main attention is given to the content of pedagogical conditions
of preparation of future teachers for formation of ecological competence of junior schoolboys. Also,
the attention is given to inclusion in the content paradigm of training students of ecological material
with the support of integration of ecological and psychological-pedagogical knowledge; use of optimal
traditional and innovative forms and methods in the direction of activation of axiological potential of
students for the purpose of actualization of needs of younger schoolboys in nature protection activity;
organization of the educational process by means of interrelation of theoretical and practical training
on the basis of introduction of new educational technologies.

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Abstract. This article is dedicated to the theoretical aspects overview of children’s speech
awareness problem as a psycholinguistic phenomenon. Awareness as one of the important aspects of
a child’s speech readiness for school has been studied by many foreign and domestic and scientists.
It’s important to emphasize, that the basis of awareness is the generalization of their own mental
processes, which leads to children’s mastery of the speech understanding process. One of the criteria
of awareness is the coherence of internal and external, the coherence of thoughts, feelings and actions.
Thus, psychologists and psycholinguists are well aware, that for a long period of time during the
process of communicating with adults and peers, a preschool child focuses not on language awareness,
but on a specific subject situation, that determines its understanding of words needed to communicate
with adults and peers in everyday life. However, the very awareness of the language, its vocabulary
(appropriately or inappropriately said words, phrases, sentences, etc.) is necessary for the child to
further master the grammar of oral speech and elements of literacy and so on.

The problem of preschool children psycholinguistic development has been constantly studied
around the world, but in Ukraine, this issue has been started to be the subject of scientific interests and
investigations only by few scientists. The analysis of psychological-pedagogical and psycholinguistic
literature shows that this problem is not sufficiently covered both in the theoretical aspect and in the
pragmatic plan of its implementation. The author’s vision of the concept of “preschool child’s speech
awareness” is presented in this article. Work on mastering and understanding of preschool speech
as a qualitative perception and understanding of what the child has mastered in practice, child’s
involvement in language and speech activities should be carried out not only taking into account age,
but also the individuality of each child. The complexity of linguistic concepts, the diversity of opinions
of scientists, summarizing them, students and practitioners need to give a clear idea of children’s
awareness of speech as a psycholinguistic phenomenon must be taken into account. The problems of
development and testing of a training program with adults, practices of preschool education, aimed at
preparing parents and teachers to form speech awareness in preschool.

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Annotation. The article considers the general laws of the educational process, common and
different approaches of scientists to determine the principles of teaching, as well as didactic principles
of improving the culture of speech of students. In addition to the general patterns, partial patterns
are analyzed in detail, namely: didactic, epistemological, psychological, cybernetic, sociological,
organizational; recommendations are given for teachers to increase the effectiveness of correct speech.
It is noted that an integral part of the basic patterns of learning are psychological.

The material is presented which allows to conclude that the principles of teaching are based on
the laws and patterns of the didactic process: regularity of the purpose of teaching, regularity of
learning content, regularity of teaching quality, regularity of teaching methods, regularity of teaching
management, regularity of learning stimulation. The basic requirements of each principle of teaching
are reflected in the rules of didactic activity. In the article, the concept of didactic rules is interpreted
as specific instructions to the teacher on how to act in standard learning situations. It is noted
that the rules, on the one hand, follow from the principles of teaching, and on the other hand are a
generalization of centuries of experience in educational activities.

The article details the information that ignorance of the principles does not cancel their existence
and action and makes the didactic process unscientific, contradictory, inconsistent, unsystematic, and,
accordingly, ineffective. Actually, this explains the presence of many shortcomings in the organization
and conduct of this process in certain educational systems.

In modern didactics, there are several options for classifying the principles of teaching. At different
authors they differ, first of all, in quantity. The experience of modern didactic activity shows that this
list should remain open. The changes that are taking place in our society, in the education system of
other countries, in various fields of social sciences and humanities (psychology, sociology, political
science, physiology), in general pedagogy contribute to the further development of general didactics
and its improvement.

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Abstract. The article deals with defining the essence of the heterogeneity phenomenon in the
educational area and heterogeneity as a psychological and pedagogical issue in the context of the
New Ukrainian School. Deep analysis of the phenomenon of heterogeneity in the philosophical,
psychological, pedagogical and sociological literature is achieved. Peculiarities and problems of the
educational concern of the New Ukrainian school are outlined.

Heterogeneity is considered as a basis consisting of different in nature or origin phenomenon. The
term «heterogeneous» means another one composed of inhomogeneous elements. The phenomenon of
heterogeneity in education is considered as differences between people in gender, age, social status,
ethnicity, religion, health or disability, specific personality traits, and so on.

The contemporary understanding of heterogeneity in educational environment assumes
characteristics of educational process subjects on the basis of the following criteria: ethnicity and
language, national traditions, culture, mentality, etc.; beliefs (traditional or non — traditional religious
views and beliefs); health state, psychophysical peculiarities, social status of a student and his family;
intellectual and creative potential; social and emotional characteristics; subcultural attitudes; and
today selected into heterogeneous groups of students, among whom are: children of refugees and
migrants; children from the families with different religious confessions, disable children or children
with psychophysical development peculiarities; children from the families with different status of
social not well — being; children gifted in intellectual and creative spheres of activities; children with
social and emotional exclusivity who have difficulties in studies, teenagers and youth, who belong to
different youth subcultures.

The study of heterogeneity’s phenomenon in the educational field expands the range of future
teacher’s training in the context New Ukrainian School, which includes, firstly, diagnosis and
consideration of individual characteristics of students according the criteria of heterogeneity, secondly,
creating conditions for those features development, thirdly, adaptation of educational process
participants, regardless their capabilities, equal interaction in social environment.

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Abstract. In this article are concluded that foreign language communicative competence is an
integrative personal quality expressed in the knowledge, abilities and skills, value attitude to foreign
language speech activity, other personal qualities which help to overcome language barriers and com-
municate verbal and non-verbal in real situations with native speakers according to the sociocultural
peculiarities of the second language. It was found that the structural elements of the foreign language
communicative competence are: the linguistic competency as a body of knowledge expressed in the lexi-
cal, phonetic and grammatical components; the speech competence as the ability to use linguistic knowl-
edge in a real communication situations; the socio-cultural competence as a body of knowledge of the
non-verbal language, ethnic and social benchmarks, behavioral standards and patterns of native speak-
ers, etiquette, national culture, the knowledge of form of the language according to speech situation and
the ability to use this knowledge in a real situation of communication; the axiological competence as an
understanding of the importance and benefits of foreign language proficiency, the formation of a desire
to communicate in foreign language, respect for cultures and nations of the world.

Peculiarities of foreign language communicative competence formation in children of middle pre-
school age are revealed. It has been found that the second language acquisition in the middle pre-
school age has the advantages related to motivation. At this age the best opportunities can be realized,
teachers can use a variety of levels and types of motivation. In the middle preschool age a need for ex-
perience and information is an motivation. It was proved that the first two components determine the
formation of a bilingual personality, the formation of the third and fourth components of the foreign
language communicative competence determines the formation of a biccultural personality. All these
components are characterized in a certain logical sequence, reflect the structure of foreign language
communicative competence of children of middle preschool age in harmonious combination. The main
peculiarity of the foreign language communicative competence formation in the children of the middle
preschool age is determined: such formation should takes place by language acquisition that in the
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framework of pedagogical science was reflected in the immersion method of studying languages or
«natural» method.
